Production Design Questionnaire

Using the themes discussed on pp. 212- 215, this sheet will help you to explore your ideas about how your scene should look. After answering these questions, you can use this sheet as a template to help you design what your video will look like. 

1. What genre or setting are you adapting your scene to? Describe it. 

2. Shakespeare personifies darkness—giving it actions, feelings, and form. What personality traits does it possess?

3. How can you express the idea of darkness (both real and metaphoric) in your scene?

a. How could the setting be used to show darkness?

b. The costumes/ makeup/ props?

c. The music?

d. Name a movie that expresses darkness well—then tell what they do. 

4. What importance does “the balance of nature” play in this work?

a. Is life IN balance or OUT OF balance at this point in the play? How can you tell?

b. What would be considered “unnatural” to the people in your scene?

5. What role do the animals play in MacB? How could you use animals to heighten your own theme?

6. Shakespeare makes repeated references to clothing in order to tell us something about Macbeth’s character. What is he trying to say? How can you use costuming to communicate this idea?

7. What is the weather like during the course of the story? What does this tell us about the story itself? How could you use that in your adaptation? (The way the weather’s been, “so foul and fair a day I have never seen”).
