	Paired Activity
	Students, in pairs, work through the activity that the staff did on Friday (6 sectioned sheet of paper).  

Teacher should lead this portion (a la Allison) and read through the six areas and then give them time to complete (5 mins), then give them time to share (8 minutes total), then go around the room and have each person share one of theirs (10 minutes)

       Six Areas

1.  Most memorable moment of the exhibition

2.  One moment when you helped someone else or someone else helped you

3.  A major turning point for you or your project

4.  Wackiest thing that happened during the project or the exhibition

5.  An example of your growth or learning during this process

6.  One thing you would change next time

	Introduction/Discussion

Brainstorm
	Go over goals and purpose of reflection as an integral part of learning at CAT.  Using board, do a short group brainstorm on why “reflection” is important.

	Fish Bowl Discussion
	Using same rules/regs that Danielle used on Friday, lead the students in a fishbowl discussion using the following questions as prompts. (see separate sheet)
Qs:

1)  What was most important to you about the work you did (personally and

academically)? Why?

2)  What did you learn about yourself as a learner?  As a thinker?  As a

doer/creator? Why are these things important?

3)  What project management skills or strategies did you learn or use that you

will apply to the work on the next exhibition you will complete?

4)  What did you do well on?  How do you know?

5)  What do you feel you didn't do well on?  Why?

6)  What did you like about this exhibition?  Why?

7)  What would you change about this exhibition if it is ever done again?  Why?

	Students share out their responses to the feedback form

	Students write a final reflection on their exhibition experience responding to at least two of the prompts from the fishbowl.  (At least 1.5 pages long)
