1) “I liked the form and presentation of the exhibit, obviously a lot of time and creativity went into the production and presentations.  The many and varied ways of staging the production were well done and thought provoking.” – CAT Parent
2) “I’m no fan of Mr. Bush, but comparing him to Hitler seems extreme.  When asked why, two students only said because both were bad.  “Bad!”  Hitler wasn’t bad, he was evil.  Bush may be misguided and even not very bright, but bad? Maybe, but is Bush evil?  What is the reasoning and the evidence?” – CAT Parent

3) “I was offended to hear the vulgarity so rampant in the [play], not to mention the applause of the students when violence broke out on stage.” – CAT Parent

4) “Young people use offensive language too much already for it to be allowed in a school play or radio commentary.” – Visiting CAT Community Supporter

5) “I thought some of the projects went deeply into the stories of the Holocaust.  I did come across some others that seemed to gloss over major facts and details.  I wonder how teachers might push kids to make sure everyone is going deeply.” – CAT Parent

6) “I was a little worried to see so little dealing with the parts of the Holocaust related to Gypsies, Homosexuals, and Catholics.  They were horribly persecuted too.”

7) “I wish I could have given direct feedback to the students somehow instead of just signing a form.” – Local Teacher

8) “I do not allow my daughter to use that language at home, let alone at school.  There are other ways to get your point across that with vulgarity.” – CAT Parent
