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About the Author

After writing your memoir and while you are putting your book together you will need other “book-like” components to make your project complete.  One of these components is an About the Author page that you can use to describe a little bit about yourself.  You should also include a picture of yourself and write at least half a page.  Use the following questions to help you write your page.  

· Where were you born?

· What do you like to do in your free time?

· What are your hobbies?

· What are your goals after high school?

· What major events in your life make you who you are?

· What makes you unique?

· What do you want your readers to know about you?

Dedication

Think about people who are important to you and whom you would like to dedicate your book to.  It can be anyone you’d like.  Think about who the person should be and why and then write a dedication.  It should be meaningful.  Here are some examples of dedications.  

· This book is dedicated to MY SON, GUY JOHNSON, and all the strong black birds of promise who defy the odds and gods and sing their songs.
