Critique Session
 Guidelines

Here are the rules:

1. Be Kind

2. Be Specific (not using expressions like “It’s good” or “I like it”)

3. Be Helpful (don’t only echo the thoughts of others or point out insignificant details)

Here is the format:

· The author/designer will explain her ideas and goals

· We will critique the work, not the person

· Begin with stating things you like about the work and why.

· Then, move to constructive criticism:

· Use “I” statements (ie:  “I’m confused by…” rather than “This makes no sense.”)

· Use questions (ie:  “I’m confused why you chose…?” or “Have you considered including…?”)
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
