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Script Writing – Structure and Requirements


Overview

The purpose of your broadcast is to inform your audience in an interesting and engaging manner, of the various topics you’ve covered in writing your research paper.  The purpose of your script is to organize your ideas into a series of stories to tell your audience.  Your script should be written and geared towards your audience.  Also, your script should include stage instructions to tell the director/crew how your broadcast will look once it is filmed.
Script Writing Process

1.  Each group member needs to create 5 questions and answers for the broadcast, so that the ideas from each research paper are included in the broadcast.
2. As a group, organize the above ideas/questions into a cohesive show that includes an introduction, a body, and a conclusion, similar to your research papers.  

3. Two writers from the group must be chosen to write out the full script in the proper format.  Please refer to the examples for the proper format. The script needs to include a teaser/hook, which will give an overview of what is to come in the entire 3-minute broadcast.  It should be no longer than 10-seconds.  Prior to the start of writing, all group members must take part in the writing of the teaser/hook and the introduction.  

· While two of the group members are writing, the other group members must work on the following (please divide these tasks the best fit the talents/skills of the people in your group):

· Graphics – your group must have graphics and visual images to use during the course of the broadcast that are relevant to what was laid out in the above steps

· Clips –video clips should be used during the course of the broadcast which are relevant to what was laid out in the above steps

· Logo design – there must be a logo design for the broadcast and fonts to use for segment titles, visuals, and clips during the course of the broadcast

· Music – there must be music in your broadcast, which helps to create the mood for the different segments and guests that will be a part of your broadcast.
