Exhibition #2:

“Comparatively Speaking” 

Your group will be synthesizing the information from your individual research papers and creating a news broadcast that will inform your audience, through your viewpoints and evidence, about the topics you selected.  

Your group will produce a 3-minute broadcast and will hold a moderated “Meet the Press” style discussion afterwards.  You will be taking pointed questions from teachers in the audience who will have read your research paper and will expect you to defend your position.

Broadcast Prototypes:

These broadcast/talk shows are meant to serve as examples of different artistic styles, as inspiration, as idea-provokers, etc.  Analyze the structure of the prototype show.  Pay careful attention to the order of events, the pacing and the set. You are not going to copy the show word-for-word. In other words, you should not try to imitate or impersonate Ellen or David Letterman, but you could use satire or a “Top Ten List” as part of your shtick or act. Your group will use the same format (structure) of the show.

Broadcast Requirements:

· Overriding theme – what is going to ‘bind” your show together?

· Introduction/Hook - must include a big question and some kind of overall summary to set the context.  Think about your thesis statements.  This “hook” should expose the relevance of this show to viewers.  It should hook them in so they don’t change the channel.
· Formal Conclusion that connects back to the theme

    - Think of the newscast as an essay (Intro, body, conclusion)

· 3 -5 still images (historical photos, artwork, musical instruments, military equipment or video/sound “clips” of dance, music, etc.)

· At least one mathematical graph/chart or one map – using Flash, Photoshop,

· Electronic backdrop that has the name of the show (an engaging title) and an interesting logo

· Appropriate music that connects to the theme

· Memorized/fluent/formal speech

· Appropriate set

· Appropriate dress

· Subtitles

· Credits

· 3 minutes total, at least ½ must be in Spanish

Group Roles:

2 Directors


- The directors CAN act, but do not need to


- Will be responsible for editing during the last week of production

1 Host/Moderator

- Bilingual

3 experts/guests 


- At least one guest must speak in Spanish

1 Props and Costumes Person (will also act)

1 Graphic Designer (will also act)


- Makes the logo, the graphs and the graphics

Class Roles:

Regina works with 3 Camera-people, 1 sound person – all are editors

“Meet the Press” – Panel Discussion Requirements:

· All members of the group must "defend" their work in front of the audience 

· Teachers ask specific, individualized questions to each student based on their research paper

· You will not be given be the questions before-hand, so you must know the information and arguments from your research 

· Respond formally using only professional language (no “it sucked,” “hella,” “big-ass,” “weird”, etc.)

· Be prepared to answer 2-3 questions

· You will be graded on the thoughtfulness and completeness of your answers

· 15-20 minutes per group
