Creative Interpretation project menu:

Make your choice

Each group will select one of the following project options to complete for the major product of this unit.  Group members will work inside and outside of class to complete this, and will ultimately present the product to an audience in a structured format.

· Mythological soundtrack: Create a Cd of songs and liner notes that would accompany your myths and enhance a reader’s experience of those myths.

· each group member selects one song per myth

· songs should be grouped by myth and organized with purpose

· Each song must be explained in the liner notes with the lyrics of the song and a written explanation of why it is a good fit with the myth

· Cd must come with cover art that illustrates the myths or soundtrack

· Movie series posters:  imagine that the myths are sequential movies (think of the Lord of the Rings trilogy or the Star Wars series).  Create movie posters that advertise each myth as a movie and make people want to see the movie.  Each group member will complete a poster for the myth of his/her choice (11x17 paper)

· Each poster must have a title for the movie that connects to the essence of the myth

· Each poster should have a significant image/symbol/or scene from the myth 

· Each poster should include a cast of characters and who they are played by

· Each poster should have a brief summary of the plot 

· Mythological mobile:  Create a 3-D artistic interpretation of your myths that flows with the winds of the gods.  Each group member will work on a portion of the mobile relating to the myth of his/her choice and then the group will bring all individual portions together to form a masterpiece

· Each group member will create a minimum of 6 artifacts that cover the areas of character, conflict and modern connections for his/her individual myth

· Each artifact must be accompanied by a paragraph of explanation

· Each individual collection of artifacts must be joined into a unified mobile with a title that communicates the overall message or theme

· Modern re-enactment of a myth:  want to be a filmmaker?  Group members will create, film, and edit a movie that portrays a myth of their choice in modern times.

· Each group member will create a storyboard and write a script of a myth.

· Group members will select the one that will move on to filming 

· Group members will film the movie and edit it using imovie or other moviemaking software

· Each group member will write a review of the film

All of these projects will require significant out-of-class work, as well as high levels of communication and cooperation among group members.  

These products are designed to be fun for you to create, but are also the means by which you will demonstrate your knowledge of Greek Mythology as well as your reading, writing, and leadership skills.

These products will be presented in class during the week of June 4th – June 8th.  You will be presenting to an audience in an exhibition-style environment.
