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 Preface 

A preface introduces the book and what went into the making of the book. It is a preliminary statement by the book's author setting forth the book’s purpose and process you went through to create it. Here you will describe the purpose of writing the book and the process of putting the book together. Think about the writing of your memoir as well as the physical designing of the book.  Also, you can think about this as a reflection about the whole book project.  The preface should be at least half a typed page and can be put on the same page as your dedication.  

The following questions will assist you in the writing of your preface.  You don’t have to answer all the questions, but you can use them to guide you.  

· What went into the making of this book?

· How did you choose your topic?

· How did you design the layout?

· What was the most challenging part of the project?

· What went well?

· What is the purpose of your memoir? 

· What did you learn from constructing your own book?

· How did you pick your motifs? 

· How did you choose or create your images or artwork?
