Tempest Freewrites

1.  Freewrites describe a specific moment in detail.  Include lots of sensory details and descriptions of your feelings and thoughts.  If you can’t think of anything personal, write something fictional.  Each freewrite should be about ½ to 1 page hand written.

· Freewrite #1 – I thought I knew my mom/dad/auntie (some important adult in your life) until…  Describe a moment when they told you something new or did something that surprised you that made you think about them in a different way.

· Freewrite #2 – The first time our eyes met… Describe your first interaction with your first love/crush.

· Freewrite #3 – Describe a time when you (or a friend) tried to usurp authority.

· Freewrite #4 - If I ruled my own island I would…(describe your ideal society)

· Freewrite #5 –  “If someone treats you badly, the right thing to do is to take revenge.”  How do you feel about this statement?  Do you strongly agree, somewhat agree, somewhat disagree or strongly disagree?  Whyt?  Give an example.
· Freewrite #6Write about a time when you had to ask for forgiveness or someone asked you for forgiveness.  What happened?  Was forgiveness granted?  Why or why not?

2.  Interior Monologues

Interior Monologue Act I – Choose one of the characters introduced in Act I and write from his/her perspective.  Include the character’s thoughts about what is going on and the other characters.  You should portray the character in a way that is consistent with the script, but also adds your original ideas.  Be creative.

Interior Monologue End of Play - Choose a different character and write from his/her perspective.  Include the character’s thoughts about what happens at the end of the play and what they plan to do in the future.  You should portray the character in a way that is consistent with the script, but also adds your original ideas.  Be creative.
