For each thesis statement you decide to analyze you will answer the following questions in 2-3 sentences on a separate piece of paper and analyze the clarity of the statement and the quality of the argument:

1. What is the main point of the thesis statement?

2. What questions do you think the statement is trying to answer?

3. What type of primary and secondary sources would a writer need to support her/his arguments?

After answering the above questions, assess each thesis statement according to the directions below:

Clarity of Statement – Read over the thesis statement again and ask the following questions:

· Is the thesis statement clearly written?  

· Do you understand the point that is being argued?

· On a scale of 1-4 (1 being lowest, 4 being highest), what you give this thesis statement for the Clarity of Statement criteria?

Quality of Argument – Read over the thesis statement again and ask the question:

· Is the thesis statement being descriptive without making an argument?

· Is it making an argument that is not obvious or common?

· On a scale of 1-4 (1 being lowest, 4 being highest), what you give this thesis statement for the Quality of Argument criteria?

Last but not least, describe in 2-3 sentences why you think this thesis statement is of excellent quality or write 2-3 sentences giving suggestions on how the thesis statement could be improved.
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
